She was selected for the North Carolina
Teaching Fellows program, which pays her
tuition to Western in exchange for her
commitment to teach one year in a public
school for every year she accepts the
scholarship. She says the program is giving her
great experiences as a teacher before she ever
steps into her own classroom.
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
