Section 1. That the North Carclina
ar Eastern Cherokee Indians, resident
end domiciled in the eounties of Jack-
son, Swain, Greham and Cherokee, be
snd the same are hereby created and
constituted a body politic and corporate
under the name, style and title of
“The Eastern Band of Cherckee In-
‘ diang," with all the rights, franchises,
privileges and powers incident dnd
“# belonging to corporations under the
laws of the State of North Carolina.
. Section 2, That “The Eastern Band
- of Cherokee Indians,” hy that name
i and etyle, be and they are hereby anth.

cm'mng all the property of whatever
‘pature held in common by the said

Section 4. That in all cases where
titles or deeds have been exccuted to
the said “Eastern Band of Cherokee
Indiegns,” or amy person or persons in
whatever cepecity in trust Jor them
under that name and style by any
persan or persons, either collectively,
individually, officially or in any capac-
ity whatever, such deeds or titles are
hereby declared valid against the State
and all persons or any person claiming
by, through or under the State by vir-
tue of any grant dated or issued sub-
sequent to the aforessid deeds or titles
to the said “Eastern Band of Chero-
kee Indians.™

Section 5. Thet in case any person
or persons now claiming any part of
the lands described in_ the preceding
sections adversely to the said Indizns,
under eolorable title or titles, shall be
sued by remson of such sdverse clazim
or any possession under such colorable
title or titles, thiz act shall not be used
in evidence on either side, nor shall
it in any way prejudice the rights of
gither party, but soch .suit or swits
shall be determined as if this act had
not heen passed.

Section 6. That this act shall take
effect from and after its ratification.

CHAPTER 207

AN ACT TO CORRECT AND
AMEND CHAPTER 166, PRIVATE

LAWS OF 1895 ENTITLED “AN
ACT TO AMEND CHAPTER 211,

LAWS 1829, RELATED TO THE
CHARTER OF EASTERN BAND OF

CHEROKEE INDIANS."

The General Assembly of North
Carolina do enact:

Thet Chapter 166, private lawes of
1895, entitled “an act to amend chap-
ter 211, laws of 1889, relating to char
ter of Eastern Band of Cherokee In-
dizns,” be smended and corrected so
as 1o read as follows:

Section 1. That the officers of said
corperation shall consist of a principal
chief, assistant (or vice}) chief, and
for the present twelve (12} members
of council, as follows:

From  Yellowhill settlement, in

Ewein County, 2 members; from Big
Cove settlement, in Swain County, 2
members; from Birdtown settlement,
in Swein and Jackson, 2 members:
irom Wolietown settlement, Jackson
County, 2 members; from Painttown
setilement, Jackson Coonty, 2 mem-
bers; from Cheoah zettlement, Greham
County, 2 members; also a secretary,
interpreter, marshal of the bend and
other officers as hereinzfter provided.

Sec. 2. That the principal chief, as.
sistant (or viee) chief 2nd members
of council shell be elected 10 their res.
pective offices by the male and femele
members of the Enstern Band of Cher-
ckee Indians, whe have attained the
zge of eighteen' (18) yeare; and who
have been residents for ninety days
next preceding the date of an electon
in the district fn which he or she voles;
and all other officers are to be appoint-
ed by the council as hereinafier pro-
vided; that the term of office of the
principal snd assistant chief shall be
four (4] years and thaet of members of
council two (2} years, and all other
oificers elected by the council shall
hold untl the first annual or grand
council held after the election for mem-
bers of council, and 2!l officers of =aid
corporation shall held untl their sue-
cessors are duly gualified.

Sec. 3. That the election for prin-
cipal chief and assistant (or vice)
chief, shall be held on the first Thirs-
day in September next, and every four
years thereafler, under such rules and
regulations as may be prescribed by
the council,

Sec. 4 That the election for mem-
bers of eouneil shall be held on the
first Thursday in September, cighteen
hundred and ninety-five (1395) and
each two years thereafter, under the
same roles and regulations as are
prescribed by the council for the elee-
ton ‘of principal and aseistant chief.

Sec. 3. That the council shall, sixty
(60) days preceding the election held
for members of council, sppoint two
judges for every Indian town and set-
tlement that is entitled to a member
of council, who shall hold the elec-
tions for such tewn and settlement,
end shall certify the results of the
mame wnder such rules and regulations
as may be prescribed by the council,
1o the next suceeeding annual or grand
council, PROVIDED, however, that the
candidates for principal and assistant
chief, who chall have received z ma-
jority or plurality of the votes east by
the Band, shall be declared by the
said annual council to be the duly
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
