Testing 

If a student and his/her professor are unable to make arrangements to provide testing accommodations, Disability Services can help:

The procedure to gain test taking accommodations begins with the student obtaining a test accommodation request form from Disability Services.  The student should bring the form to his/her professor and work with the professor administering the test to complete it.  The test form should be returned to Disability Services no later than 3 days prior to the test. 

Before beginning the test, the student will be asked to sign an academic honesty agreement if he/she does not need a scribe and/or reader.*

The student will then take his/her test in a quiet room that will be monitored to ensure the fulfillment of the promised academic honesty.

This entire testing process is present in an effort to not only accommodate the students we serve but also maintain a high standard of academic integrity.

*Readers and scribes are services provided for students who may have difficulty reading a test or writing answers.  Readers and scribes are aware that they may not show any emotion or inflection while providing this service.  They simply read what is on the test and/or write what the student says verbatim.  If a reader and/or scribe is present for the exam, then academic integrity is monitored by his/her presence and a signed academic honesty agreement is not necessary.
