a) Census Day Reporting (funding)

Ways to track intent to attend:

1) Housing deposit has been paid

2) Student has been advised

3) Student attended orientation
b) Drop for Non-Attendance

NS-(No Show) for those students who don’t show up for class but may have reasoning

NSD-(No Show Drop) for students who do not attend the first day of class and faculty choose to purge their names from roster

NSW-(No Show Withdrawal) After the end of 2nd week of classes faculty must make final decisions to report “is the student attending” if not the NSW is given

c) Disbursement of Financial Aid

If one faculty member reports a student as attending this will trigger system to disburse financial aid. Accuracy of data is most important to avoid discrepancies.

a) Paper & E-Billing (fall)

b) E-Billing Only (spring)
