· Technology to connect and facilitate interaction: w/ children; w/ teachers; w/ teacher ed. In other places (other states and counties)
· Facilities to keep ed. Students hanging around the facility (eg: gym, lockers, lounge)
· Educational library
· Consumables storage or store

· When constructed make sure it follows universal design architecture and learning principles
