Discussion on our direction/role as a Task Force:

· Could look at current state of affairs in each program and core. Concern that it might limit creativity.

· Could look at it as a “wish list” and “dream” of what a program can/should be. Concern that it might be time and energy that was not productive.

· Identified need to ensure faculty engagement.

· Discussed CORE as a place for the Task Force to focus initially. Idea was expressed that doing so would appear to focus us on inputs instead of outcomes. Discussion resulted in suggestion that having program areas look at their programs first and then looking for commonalities to develop a core would assist in an outcomes based focus.

· Discussed developing a framework to share with teacher education programs that would allow them to gather information for their programs and the Task Force to consider. Should include knowledge, what should candidates be able to do, what dispositions do they need. Also discussed providing guidance to programs on possible strategies for gathering input from all stakeholders. Jacque Jacobs will draft a framework for consideration by Task Force who will be thinking about possible strategies and information that we would recommend being collected including general questions and specific questions.

· Recommendation to have a forum for public school faculty/administrator input (e.g. ‘town hall meetings’). Suggested that SUTEP could play a role in this endeavor.

Need to verify timeline for work by program level faculty and Task Force. Jacque Jacobs will check with Dale Carpenter and report back.
