Understanding and assessing learner needs for responsive instruction


Exploration of the cultural and developmental needs of 21st century learners and the assessment techniques teachers utilize in the development of responsive instruction. Field experience required. 

“PES 2” – Course purpose


The purpose of this course is provide theory, application and reflection for teacher education candidates in the development of understanding of the needs of diverse learners. Candidates will also develop knowledge in the use of various assessment techniques and analysis of data in various forms to ensure appropriate instruction for individual students and to inform instructional and school improvement.

“PES 2” – Course Objectives:

· The candidate will provide evidence that demonstrates an understanding of students and their learning as it relates to age, ethnicity, culture, race, socioeconomic status, gender, sexual orientation and/or disability.

· The candidate will provide evidence that demonstrates knowledge of the importance of the role of the teacher in developing nurturing relationships with individual students to positively affect their learning.

· The candidate will provide evidence that demonstrates an understanding of culturally responsive teaching.

· The candidate will provide evidence of knowledge of ethical guidelines related to student assessment.

· The candidate will provide evidence of knowledge of assessment related to 21st Century Skills, Standard Course of Study, and curricular objectives. 

· The candidate will provide evidence for different types of formal and informal assessment and their interpretation and uses, including rubrics.

· The candidate will provide evidence of knowledge of psychometric properties of standardized tests and teacher made tests, as well as their uses and limitations.

· The candidate will provide evidence of knowledge and uses for behavior management assessment and intervention strategies. 

· The candidate will provide evidence of ways to use their understanding of diverse student needs and assessment to improve the learning environment for each student. 

· The candidate will provide evidence of ways to use assessment for specific purposes, including instruction, grading, reporting and school improvement.

· The candidate will provide evidence of ways to use local, state and national data to develop goals and strategies in instruction and the school improvement plan that enhances student learning and teacher working conditions. 

“PES 2” Evidences

· Case study on a learner in field experience that combines data from school/community, classroom, and learner variables involving demographic database, school report card, Standard Course of Study, learner test scores, observations, and interview data from family, teachers, and others.  Could include goals and objectives for next year. (This assignment could be preceded on smaller components that provide tools and practice leading up to Case Study.)  Could meet Evidence 3.
