2. Each program at each IHE must show how candidates meet all descriptors at the proficient level, for all elements, for all standards.  TRUE.  Consult the Teacher Candidate Rubric.

3. Programs must show all courses before revisioning and all courses after revisioning.  FALSE.  Programs must show how the new program is different.  That may or may not include a listing of courses before and after.
4. All teacher education programs will have the same core items on the “student teaching performance” assessment (Evidence 4 – Certification of Teaching Capacity)in the revisioned programs.  TRUE.  Programs may add to the core.
5. IHEs will determine which candidate completers will be sampled for review in the summer after their program completion.  FALSE.  IHEs will submit evidences for all completers.  The NC State Board of Education will sample from the complete list.
6. 21st century revisioned programs will emphasize collaboration, integration, and technology.  TRUE.  Collaboration, integration, and technology are all part of a 21st century program.
7. Revisioned programs must detail how P-12 partners were involved in the revisioning process. TRUE.  Revisioned programs must detail how P-12 partners were involved in the revisioning AND how they will be involved in the delivery and evaluation of the program.
8. The first completers of revisioned teacher education programs are expected to graduate by the summer of 2012.  TRUE.
9.
