Financial Aid Deferment Policy


The Deferment Policy for fall 2010 is as follows:

1. July 2nd – Deferments for students trying to preserve their fall class schedules by the payment deadline will only be granted to students who have turned in all requested paperwork by close of business on July 2nd, prior to the August 2nd payment deadline.

2. August 13th - Deferments for students from August 3rd through the beginning of the fall semester will only be granted to students who have turned in all requested paperwork by close of business on August 13th.

3. Deferments will only be given for the amount of loan eligibility that the student himself/herself has.  Loan eligibility the student would have if the parent applies for, but is denied based on credit history, will be included.  No deferments will be given on the basis on non-verified grant eligibility.

Students who are not eligible for a deferment under this policy will be required to pay for the semester classes or may contact Tuition Management Systems, a third party offering tuition payment plans, at www.afford.com/wcu to pay for the semester classes.

In order to receive a deferment, students must also meet all other eligibility requirements for receiving financial aid; such as satisfactory academic progress, degree status, selective service registration, etc.
