New Full Time Fixed Term and Tenure Track Faculty Hires:
1. Department conducts search for new hire in on line system  
2. Search committee identifies candidates for interview and checks references 

3. Search chair/Dept requests Interim Report from HR

4. Search chair/Dept completes an AA21 for each INTERVIEW candidate  

5. Search Chair/Dept submits AA21’s to Dept Head and Dean for approval.

6. Dean submits AA21’s to Associate Provost office for review, approval and if approved, Associate Provost offices has it scanned to “H” drive –Approved AA21s (initially)  file.

7. HR notifies search chair, Department and Dean that Interim Report is completed & applicant pool is approved (ccing Dept assistant)

8. Interviews conducted and search  committee recommends candidate (via hiring proposal) to Department for approval

Current practice is for search chair to consult with the Dept. Head and/or Dean and with their approval; issues an UNOFFICIAL VERBAL offer (suggested language below), contingent on the background check to the selected applicant. If the verbal offer is accepted; then the following happens:

9. Search Chair notifies HR to do background check (via the submission of the hiring proposal)
a. Search Chair changes applicant status to “recommend for hire” – a link in the online system will then appear saying “Begin Hiring Proposal”
b. “Begin Hiring Proposal” – Fill in all information on the hiring decision – this document (the hiring proposal HP)  accomplishes the actual hiring action/payroll action (instead of a PAF).  ACCURACY AND DETAIL ARE IMPORANT.  If this position supervises others; a SUPERVISOR CHANGE FORM should also be completed.
10. Search Chair submits hiring proposal (HP) to next level: (hiring proposal can be returned for edits at any point)

a. Search Chair to Dept. Head

b. Dept. Head to Dean

c. Dean to Human Resources

11. HR completes the background check and notes it in hiring proposal.  HR also documents confirmation of approved/scanned AA21
12. After employment screening is completed, HR returns the HP to Dean – Status is APPROVED FOR SUPERVISOR TO OFFER POSITION.

13. Dean’s office issues the contract and welcome letter  (suggested language below) and

14. Dean’s office documents date sending out the contract in the Hiring Proposal in the online system (COMMENTS)  section

15. When executed contract is received back in Dean’s office, it is also documented in the hiring proposal in the  online system (COMMENTS) section and the HP is submitted to HR. status is OFFER ACCEPTED – NOTIFY HR  
16. The executed contract is delivered to HR to process with the HP.

17. HR works with the Search Chair to dispense of any remaining active applicants in the online system and finalizes the HP, and “seats” the new employee in that position.

18. HR creates a file, awaits the contract from the Dean and then

19. Delivers all to HR intake 

20. HR Intake contacts the new hire to complete pre-employment documentation – which MUST be completed PRIOR to first day worked
NOTE:  For Reappointments (RETURNING 9 MO TENURE TRACK FACULTY)

For Reappointments (returning) 9 month Tenure Track Faculty members, Department/Deans issue a reappointment letter – no Personnel Action Form (PAF) is required. 

The only exceptions  would be for Tenure Track Faculty members that were new hires in the fall of the previous year – they would need a PAF changing from 11 to 12 payments with the first payment July 31 of the current year. OR
For Reappointments of FIXED TERM  faculty members:

Dept. must issue a PAF to reappoint, send to Dean’s office.  Dean’s office issues a reappointment letter and contract, holding the PAF for its return.  When executed contract is returned, Dean’s office attaches to the PAF and sends to HR for processing.  Fixed term renewals greater than 1 year require Provost’s signature.
