
PHYSICAL THERAPY
In order to become a Physical Therapist, you must:
**complete a bachelor’s degree in any major,
**take the appropriate pre-requisite coursework and GRE,

**complete a doctoral degree in physical therapy from an accredited PT program,

**complete a series of supervised clinical internships in a variety of settings,

**pass the Physical Therapy Licensing Exam to obtain state licensure.

What should I major in?

While there is no prescribed major for admission into a physical therapy program, it is imperative that students complete all required courses for admission.  PT programs vary significantly in their requirements, and it is important for you to learn what coursework the schools that interest you want. Students should choose their major according to their strengths, interests and alternative career choices.
Minimally, a student should complete these courses at Western for entrance into most physical therapy programs:
· BIOL 140 (not for WCU)
· BIOL 291 and BIOL 292 
· CHEM 132 and CHEM 133 

· PHYS 130 and PHYS 131 
· MATH 170 

· PSY 150 and/or other course in social or behavioral science (not for WCU)
