[bookmark: _GoBack]How-To-Use a Kodak Camera
You must provide your own batteries unless the person who used the camera before you was nice enough to leave theirs in the camera. 
Turn Camera on by pushing the power button on the right side. 

Press the red button to begin recording and then press it again when you would like to stop, there is typically a couple seconds delay from the time you push it to the time it responds. Move red button up and down to zoom in and out. 

Once you have recorded a couple videos you can view them by pressing the play button, you can use the right and left triangle to go through your different videos. 

Use the trash can button to delete your video files before you turn the camera in. 
How-To-Get your videos off the camera

Pull the USB from the side/bottom of the camera. 

Plug this into a USB port on your computer.

Once plugged in Navigate through a file explorer to the DCIM folder. Pick the folder until you see your recorded videos. 
Drag and drop the videos to your computer, either to the desktop or a folder you have created. Once they are on your computer you can rename them.
