The committee will meet once a semester to review proposals. Half of the allocation will be used for fall initiatives from July 1, 2009 to December 31, 2009---realizing that some travel has already taken place and eligible for these funds.  Respectively, half will be for January 1, 2010 to June 30, 2010.

These funds are to support presentations (e.g., papers, poster presentations, etc.) by tenure track, tenured, and phase retired faculty members.  Funds are not intended for travel to support service as an officer of an organization, panel discussant, roundtable discussant, or panel chairperson.  Pending fund allocation, the maximum award will be $750 per proposal. (Note: On 9/9/09 the maximum award was increased to $1000.)

To request travel funds, please complete the attached form and submit one signature copy and an electronic copy to Natalie Broom (broomn@email.wcu.edu) in the Office of the Provost (560 HFR).

The criteria are as follows.
1. An author is to be funded once only
1. One presentation and one author is to be funded per paper
1. Presentations (invited or juried) at the regional, national or international level only, with title and type of presentation stated clearly 
1. Professional organizations and conferences only, with organization, title of conference, and place stated clearly
1. Completed Chancellor’s Travel Fund Application Form

The deadline for this semester’s proposals is November 1.  The deadline for spring semester proposals is February 1.
