If you have attended any other institution(s) since your enrollment at Western Carolina, you must submit official transcript(s) of all course work taken to the Office of Admission prior to your re-enrollment.   Re-admission decisions cannot be made until all transcripts are received.  Former students who have attempted course work at another institution since their enrollment at Western must have earned a minimum GPA of 2.0 and must maintain good progress in ongoing course work.  The course credit evaluation process begins after a student has been readmitted to Western.  All of a student’s previous credit will be assessed on a course-by-course basis to determine transferable credit.  A copy of the evaluation will be sent to you and to the department of your major.
