More advanced
students will be able to work on their own projects at will. Students will be
expected to purchase their solder, foil and glass. All other tools will be provided.
The class is held on Thursday evenings, October 22- December 3. from 6pm to
9pm in the South Lobby of the Cordelia Camp Building. (We skip Thanksgiving
week) The instructor is Moya O'Neal.

Students will need to bring safety glasses, pen, pencil and felt tipped pen, paper
for notes, a box to carry your glass and tools (about 12 X 12), cotton garden
gloves (glass is sharp and molten solder is very hot), band-aids and open
minds.
