In this situation, the student will take an additional elective Liberal Studies course in any
Perspectives category outside of the major. The credit hours for this Liberal Studies elective course
will count toward the 18 hours of Liberal Studies Perspectives. Credit hours will not count for both
Liberal Studies Perspectives and for the major simultaneously.
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
