English 101 Library Orientation 2005 – Goals

1. Introduce students to a librarian – we are here to help and here to help students succeed.
2. Teach students how to find a book using the library catalog

a. Boolean searching 
b. Library Locations (and other libraries in system)
c. ABC Express – ID Numbers

d. Why are books useful?

3. Teach students how to find articles using Academic Search Elite
a. Boolean searching/Truncation
b. Library Holdings

c. Popular vs. Scholarly  

d. Why are articles useful?
4. These tools are accessible in dorms, off-campus, etc.
Classroom Session:

1. Classes will meet in the library in front of the circulation desk.

2. Briefly demonstrate using the Library Catalog and ASE – use whatever topics work for you. 

3. Present a research question and have students form a keyword search to find an article in Academic Search Elite. There is room for a lot of discussion here.
4. Have students find a book on a topic of their choice – give them a time limit and have them limit their search to WCU or WCU General. Ask them to write down a call number for a book that looks interesting.  

5. Take students to find their books.  Point out the Circulation Desk, Reference Desk, and anything else you want them to see.

6. Have students find their book in the general collection.
