The committee will meet once a semester to review proposals. 4. Professional organizations and conferences only, with organization, title of conference, and place stated clearly
5. Completed Chancellor’s Travel Fund Application Form

The deadline for this semester’s proposals is November 1.  The deadline for spring semester proposals is February 1.
